Within this organization will be a Nurture Committee, made up of the Children, Youth and Adult Ministries.  It is anticipated that this will improve the communications between the three ministries.  This structure will allow the three teams to work together to enhance the Christian nurture of the entire church, rather than concentrating only on specific areas.  In addition to  Al Manson  leading the Adult CE Team, John Grady will lead the Youth Team and the leader of the Children’s Team is yet to be determined.
