Mission Project:

The majority of the meeting was focused on the joint mission project between Children’s Ministry Team and the Mission Team.  The project consists of shipping 650 lbs. of extra toys and supplies from the WPC classrooms and resource room to Vicky Smith in Jamaica.  The project will be called a Valentine for Vicky.  During the Sunday School hour this Sunday, January 20, the elementary age children will be divided into teams with two adults per team to prepare the supplies for shipping.  The teams will perform the following tasks: making and taping the boxes, packing the contents, listing the contents in each box, weighing the boxes, and making valentines and a banner for Vicky.  
Both Richard Koester and Marjorie Seiter have done significant research to utilize the most cost-effective method of getting the boxes shipped to Jamaica.  Richard had rates and dates to present at the meeting, but Marjorie’s information was not available.  Diane Kane took an action to contact Marjorie for a comparison.  To lock in on the current rates, the decision needed to be made in approximately the next week.  

Sunday School:

Since the curriculum being utilized has so much content, most weeks can be used over a two- week period, which also helps to reinforce the concepts for the children.  This will enable much of the curriculum that has already been purchased to be utilized during the next year also.
