1. The meeting was opened at 7:15 p.m. with a word/share/prayer led by Chuck based on Matthew 28: 19-20, prayer requests, and prayers for several concerns and hopes.
2. The committee reviewed the draft of the 2007 YMC Annual Report.

3. The structure, goals and objectives of the Youth Ministry Committee were reviewed including the function and staffing of each team.
4. The committee discussed and agreed that additional support is needed for “Wonderful Wednesdays”.  Committee members will be seeking this support.
5. The status of Conclaves was discussed.  Currently the Sr. Highs have 11 girls and 7 boys (with one additional of each) reserved along with 2 male and 2 female adult sponsors.  The Jr. Highs have 2 girls and 5 boys (with one additional of each) reserved along with 1 male and 1 female adult sponsor.  Cho-Yeh has reported that our requested dates and spaces have been reserved.
6. The committee noted that an informational meeting regarding youth summer trips has been scheduled for youth and parents on 1/27/08.  The Sr. Highs and 8th graders will look at information for a mission trip and a conference trip.  The Jr. Highs will look at information for the Mo-Ranch Jr. High Jubilee.
7. Watson Dupont reported on the APNC status including the Youth Minister candidate’s visit to WPC.
8. The committee agreed that finding a leader for the Youth Worship Team is a priority, along with support staffing with interested and committed youth and adults.  This is still in process.
9. The Youth Ministry portion of the “Time and Talent” sheet was reviewed and revised with the results to be submitted to Dennis Waehner.

10. Formation of a Youth Band was discussed.  The committee agreed that further discussion is needed including “musically” oriented adult sponsorship.
