· The Angel Food Ministry – need a volunteer for how this Ministry might work for WPC… concept is $30 for a weeks worth of groceries

· Ubuntu – gave $500 last year, request for funding for shoes, Ladonna is a seminary friend of Helen, serving orphans in Durban, South Africa
· Houston Interfaith Worker Justice – Helen in on their Board, need people to accompany those who are confronting employers about wage theft, suggest we make a small contribution as well as volunteers

· Children no longer in Childcare – a developing need as poor economy drives decisions to take kids out of childcare

· Handyman Program – mechanism to match handyman service providers to folks in need of home repair without means to manage it financially or physically

· Presbyterian Service Center – need a coordinator rep to liaison with residents and Presbytery
