Our discussed making available in the library copies of the books that have been studied by the various groups within Adult Ministries’ umbrella.   Prior to next month, we will work with Kaylyn to develop a list of books that have been studied in the various study groups, highlight these, and then make extra copies available in the library for check out by congregation members as these come available.
