Pastor’s Report – Pastor Helen DeLeon presented the Presbytery of the New Covenant’s Visioning Team efforts.  WPC is part of the team’s Southeast cluster.  Helen encouraged the Ruling Elders to attend the kickoff meeting at Community of the Servant Savior on March 8, 2015 w p.m. to 4 p.m.
Treasurer’s Report – The treasurer could not be present but the Stewardship and Finance Committee members relayed some detail on the year to date financial data.
Clerk’s Report – The clerk reviewed correspondence received since the previous stated session meeting.

· The Session voted to approve a motion from the Worship Committee to discontinue the practice of Single Service Sundays UNLESS it is a special service.   Lunar Communion will be a single service and we will reach out to the community to participate in its celebration.  The last Sunday in December will be a single service…an end of year close-out to celebrate our community of faith and bring our First Light and traditional service attendees together for worship.
· The Session voted to approve a motion from the Stewardship and Finance Committee to elect Jimmy Spivey as treasurer of Webster Presbyterian Church for the year 2015.

Old Business

· Request from the Special Gifts Committee 

· Trustee James Kinzler reviewed the history and mission of the Special Gifts Committee.  James explained why it is that the Special Gifts Committee needs a prioritized list of moderately priced items toward which donors might direct their donations when they do not wish to donate to general funds.  These are primarily from memorial funds.  The clerk provided a combined list of such items as compiled over the last two months.
· The Special Gift management team recommends transfer of funds into the endowment for any amount that does not have a “Plan of Administration”. The plan would include the following:

· Purpose/Description

· Timeline for spend and criteria for move of funds from the special gift category over time
