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Background on the Committee: The Committee was established by Resolution in 1988 to plan for allocation and dispensing of gifts other than annual pledges or Church offerings to expand and sustain the Christian ministry. The Committee receives a list of special needs from the Session which the Committee uses to encourage donors to give to the most needed areas.  The Committee also may refuse to accept a donation that could be inadvisable or improper due to the type of donation or restrictions.  Annually, the Committee makes recommendations to the Session about amounts, if any, which should be transferred from the Special Gift Fund to the Endowment Fund and any funds that need a Plan of Administration for multi-year dispersement.  Three Trustees, three Congregation-at-Large Members, and the Senior Pastor (non-voting) make up the Committee and all serve three year terms except the Pastor. 
The Committee engages with donors and Gifts are allocated in the following fund categories…
Special Gift – Designated: These are Gifts received as designated for a particular purpose that fit within a Session established yearly list of special needs and opportunities beyond the annual budget.  For gifts to be administered over a time greater than a year, the Session shall approve a Plan of Administration for the gift.
Special Gift – Undesignated: These are Gifts not designated for a particular purpose.  If the Gift is $500 or less, it shall be placed in the General Operating Fund. If the Undesignated Gift is greater then $500, then it will be placed in the Special Gift Fund for designation by Session.

Memorial Gifts – Designated: These Gifts are designated by next of kin or individual donor in memorial for an individual for a specific purpose.  If the Gift is to be administered for more than one year, the Committee will approve a Plan of Administration.  A form is provided to capture the date of the gift, wishes of the donor, name of the individual to be honored, and contact information of the donor or “administrator” of the fund.
Memorial Gifts – Undesignated: These Gifts are given by the next of kin or individual donor in memorial for an individual but without a designation for a specific purpose and are placed in the Endowment Fund.
Endowment: Gifts received as designated for the Endowment are held in the Endowment Fund which generates interest that is divided in thirds and equally directed to Mission, Capital Repairs and Improvement and reinvestment to the Endowment Fund,  
Members of the 2014 Committee: Trustees – Mike Stearns, James Kinzler, Laura Grady;
