Welcome and Call to Order by Moderator Rev. Dr. Keith Uffman.  Deacon Board Moderator Kim Kinzler and Vice Moderator Jimm Cooper, as well as members of the Board of Deacons, were recognized as our special guests.  The group enjoyed snacks and beverages together.
A quorum was declared present consisting of the following:

The Session approved the agenda.
The Session heard the 2017 Annual Report from the Board of Deacons presented by Moderator Kim Kinzler.  The Deacons had a busy year with their numerous activities such as serving the families affected by the death of family members (six in 2017), supporting the two re-affirmation of baptism services held in 2017, and the ongoing support of communion, both during worship services and in home settings.  The Session voted to receive the report as presented and offered abundant gratitude and blessings to the Deacons for their dedicated service.  The Deacons present were offered the option to excuse themselves from the remainder of the meeting, should they choose to,
The Session received a report from Pastor Keith that Director of Family Ministries Julie Stonebarger fell and suffered a serious break of her ankle.  She is immobilized to hopefully avoid surgery.  He encouraged notes of support and concern and asked about the possibility of meal delivery.  Pastor Keith also reported that his aunt was dying and this mother’s health is also failing.  On a happier note, his daughter Sara Francis is doing well at Duke.
The Session received a report from Pastor Helen about a request from a support group for persons with depression and bi-polar disorder called “Re:Mind” looking for a location to hold multiple weekly group counseling sessions.
The Session approved a motion to empower Ruling Elders Jamee Wilson and Michael Cooper to make the decision if the request for facility use from “Re:Mind” can be accommodated and to work out the logistics of their needs, if accepted.

The Session heard a report from Treasurer Jimmy Spivey: The month of November was average for expenditures and good for giving.  The current 2018 pledges stand at $421,000 and more are expected.  The Capital Campaign, although not yet technically kicked off, has already amassed commitments of $181,000.
