Mission Report – 2025
In response to Christ’s directives, the Mission Team seeks to meet the needs of the less fortunate in our community, the nation, and the world.  We serve our neighbors using the following bible imperatives:  feed the hungry, shelter the homeless, clothe the naked. 
Feed the Hungry
The Little Free Food Pantry was established in 2023 and has continued to provide non-perishable food items for anyone in need, 24 hours a day, seven days a week in our local community.  

WPC has been partnering with McWhirter Elementary for several years.  In 2025, we provided food support during Spring Break 56 food bags (incuding $20 gift cards) and Thanksgiving Break (30 food bags + $20 gift card) to local families.  

Shelter the Homeless
Family Promise is a national program which provides shelter for families with children through coordinating communities of churches to provide housing and meals for one week every three months.  We are partnering with Bay Area Unitarian Universalist church to provide meals for the families we house during WPC’s 4 host weeks each year.  In 2025, WPC hosted twelve families during four host weeks. During 2025 we expanded our on-site involvement with our youth group (Youth Creations) participating with gift bags for the Christmas week and ensure that there were activities for the guest families.  We continue to find opportunities that allow us to be a host congregation.  This year Family Promise has expanded their follow up counseling post-graduation and developed an eviction prevention program.  The new program assisted 100 families in the Clear Creek area.
Through our partnership with ICM, we provide financial assistance to community members in the Clear Creek and Friendswood school districts to prevent families from being evicted.  During 2025, 47 families received rental assistance.  Additional financial support was provided to 16 families for utility assistance.  Through this collaboration with ICM and by combining our efforts with other Family Promise of Clear Creek member churches, we can make a larger impact in our community than any of these organizations would be able to do alone.  
Clothe the Naked
Love Thy Neighbor is a grass roots mission started by WPC member Missy Rorrer, in which we partner with Evangelism Temple to provide clothing, blankets, and hygiene bags for the homeless in the community within a 25-mile radius.  We participated in providing the hygiene bags and other items twice in 2026.  October 18 we participated in bringing clothes, socks, and other items collected over the year.  December 19 along with local donations and Support from Kappa Delta Kappa who gave us 50 coats, we were able to deliver 200 hygiene bags, clothes, socks and blankets.
Our “Shoe Hospital” is a mission project started by Phyllis Koenig.  Phyllis takes slightly used tennis shoes and rehabilitates them back to “new-like” appearance.  These shoes are lovingly restored and given to anyone in need.  In 2025, over 300 pairs of shoes were distributed through Love Your Neighbor, Family Promise, and Community in Schools. In 2026 we are planning on expanding into other schools in the Clear Creek School District.  With the expansion of locations, we are looking for volunteers in buying, cleaning, and distribution.
We are a Connectional Church
As part of Presbyterian Church USA, WPC collects four special offerings each year – One Great Hour of Sharing, Pentecost, Peace and Global Witness, and Christmas Joy.  For two of these offerings – Pentecost and Peace and Global Witness – WPC keeps a share of the funds collected to support missions for youth at risk and organizations supporting peacemaking.  WPC also supports our local Presbytery Office – Presbytery of New Covenant.
