The deacons continue to meet monthly and to serve the members of Webster Presbyterian Church.  Two gatherings for multiple deacon zones have been held recently, and another that includes four zones is scheduled.  The deacons are working tirelessly to get to know the members in their zones and to provide care for those who have health issues or other concerns.  June and July have been especially busy months for some of the deacons, as we have had an exceptionally high number of hospitalizations and major surgeries within our congregation.  The deacons have responded with calls, support, and prayer in every case.

The Stephen Ministry leadership continues to seek ways to re-start the Stephen Ministry program at Webster PC.  Currently, the leadership is in discussion with the leadership at Clear Lake Presbyterian Church to cooperate in a training program that may take place this fall.  Webster PC has two potential trainees for such a training.  We have agreed with Clear Lake PC that we need a minimum of four to make a class.

Your pastors continue to visit and meet with members to provide pastoral care as needed, and one or both have visited those who have been hospitalized.
