Changes to Wedding Policy

1. Rearranged paragraphs

2. Weddings are for members and non-members who have no church home (not non-members who belong to another church but want to rent a church)

3. Changed order/process

First wedding couples now meet with a WPC Pastor

If the pastor approves a wedding they then meet with the Wedding Coordinator

4. Deposit checks will be made out to the church and sent or delivered to the office

5. Non-members may request a schedule up to 9 months in advance (no limit for members)

6. Church may require counseling sessions

7. WPC Pastor will approve and perform all weddings - Other clergy may be invited to participate at the discretion of the pastor

8. WPC Organist must approve all proposed music

9. Rice, confetti, birdseed and fresh flower petals are not permitted (previous policy did not allow rice, rose petals and confetti)

10. New set of candelabra are addressed

11. No photographers are allowed in chancel during ceremony

12. Bulletins and other wedding information must be reviewed by the pastor prior to the wedding

13. A time limit of four hours allowed for weddings – there will be an hourly charge beyond four hours

14. Limitations are placed on use of bride’s room - no hairspray, curing irons or other items that might ruin carpet or furniture

15. Wedding party must remove everything they bring to dressing rooms

16. Furniture must not be moved without permission of the Wedding Coordinator

17. The Wedding Form has been removed  (it is in the Wedding Packet)

18. Reception information is removed (B & G is assuming responsibility of receptions)
