Security Issue on July 14th
Members of Session,

Yesterday and last night, we had repeated fire system alerts indicating problems.  After many calls, I arrived around 10 PM to confirm it was just a sensor problem.


Upon arrival, I found three doors unlocked: one to the AC/mechanical room on the south side of the Fellowship Hall (with keys still in the lock, door wide open), the south education building door, and the west door to the Sanctuary.

This is the second similar incident in about two months.  (Reference Chuck Moede’s email about unlocked doors.)

It was not a comfortable situation to arrive at the church around 10 PM with multiple buildings unlocked and alarm indications being reported.  In fact, with so many unusual things happening at once, I requested the Webster Police Dept. provide an officer to sweep the building for me.  They did, and all was fine.

I am requesting your help.  How?  Spread the word.  Ask folks to be more diligent securing the grounds.
