· The Nominating Committee presented a report where they have found two Deacon Candidates to fill two unexpired terms.  The Session voted to approve a congregational meeting for this vote on August 8, 2010 after the 10 a.m. service.

· Buildings & Grounds
· City of Webster Fire Marshall performed inspection and noted a few minor issues.  These will be addressed immediately.

· Quilter’s Guild has requested use of Fellowship Hall.  The Session voted to approve Buildings and Grounds to draw up a contract for the Quilter’s Guild, and report back to session for further approval.
· Care of Members – The committee is continuing to build the new Senior Ministry Team to address issues facing our senior members.  August 8th begins the assisted parking ministry.
· Christian Nurture
· Youth Ministry – Michelle Dupont delivered a report on the Triennium conference at Purdue University.  The youth team will deliver a report on this summer’s mission activities on August 15, 2010.
· Communication/Outreach – The new NASA Parkway sign is up and running.  Not all aspects of the sign are yet complete.  Rainy weather has hampered the contractor.
· Mission – The committee urges our participation in the August 7 Presbytery-wide Day of Service.  Activities will include building fences, removal of old carpet and painting at the ICM resale shop.
· Stewardship & Finance – The pledge letter has been drafted.  Session feedback into that pledge letter is the next step.  Planned 2010 Stewardship Lunch is October 3.  This date coincides with World Communion Sunday.

· Worship

· Session voted to approve Communion to be held at the Selah service on December 19.

· The Worship Committee would like to ask a committee to create a list of items that need to be purchased so that when people want to give gifts to the church, there is a list to work from.  Stewardship and Finance recommended holding this discussion as part of the budgeting process.
· Session voted to approve a plan for WPC to host the Reverend Dennis Dewey in a storytelling program in combination with a choir performance featuring the WPC choir as well as other local choirs. The event is estimated to occur in January, 2011.  WPC would charge an admission fee to cover the costs of Rev. Dewey as well as any additional musicians and food that might be required to host the event.  The Worship Committee will report back to Session in October, 2010 with details of the planned event.
· Session voted to approve the sale of tickets for a planned Madrigal Dinner on December 12, 2010 at 5 p.m. Admission fees would cover the cost of the food and any supplies that might be required to host the event.
