After discussion with Arland, Outreach will 

 

1. Initiate a new resident post card program

 

Carole Kloves has volunteered to supply names and addresses of new residents. We will test likely 'Presbyterian' areas in the greater (10 mile radius) prospect base where nearly all our current members live. Pat Brackett passed along a post card from the Bay Area Praise Church will use as a go by for our postcard. The outstanding feature of the card was that the prospects name and address were embedded in the card which were obviously printed by the church's printer. I understand our printer has the same capability and WPC has a bulk stamp indicia we can use for our postcards. Tim Murray will head this effort in terms of getting prospects from Carole, setting up a postcard design, and printing our post cards for mail. I hope to get this program going in the next month.

 

2. Place ads in all papers and news letters to which Pat Brackett submits public relations articles.

 

With Pat's help, we will identify the relevant news outlets and put WPC in the church directory of each publication.

 

Our thanks to Arland for taking time to meet with us.

 

Andy reported that our presentation at the Friendswood 4th of July Celebration was the best ever in terms of WPC participants and water handed out. Paula Nelson provided 'business cards' which will use for other WPC outreach events.

 

Helen reported that our door to door greeting of the Edgewater Community went well with three teams of two WPC participants passing out literature and greeting our neighbors. Helen would like to do another door to door greeting to an older neighborhood across from NASA 1.

 

Various upcoming 'outreach' events were discussed

 

1. Living with Questions

 

Helen suggested a church sponsored meeting or series to explore the matter of seeking Christian guidance in the conduct of our lives, a series directed to 'non churched' individuals who believe or would like to believe in Christ but are not comfortable attending church regularly. This would be a series conducted by Adult Education. We are thinking in terms of livening the meeting with meal(s) and maybe Gospel music.

 

2. Children's Halloween Party

 

This is an event targeted to young marrieds. An event to bring young children to a safe, church sponsored Halloween party with gifts and goodies for young goblins, pirates, princesses, etc. This would be an event handled by Children's Ministry.

 

3. Rally Day, September 8
 

We mentioned but did not define Outreach participation in the Rally Day celebration.

 

4. Financial Resources

 

Helen suggested we might bring Dave Ramsey, a Christian financial advisor, in to present an afternoon seminar.

 

5. Bazaar - Crafts - Authors in early 2014

 

Opportunity to show off church talent and maybe have some fun activities included. I would look to Paula to set up this event.

 

Our intent, for all church outreach events, is to provide full information to Pat Brackett as soon as possible to maximize media coverage.
