
Children’s Ministry Team (CMT) Status

1. CMT Meetings – The Children’s Ministry Team (CMT) did not meet on July 15, 2015 as planned due to all the lack available participants.  However, there was an open question and discussion session for the proposed child protection policy.  No one took advantage of the session. An impromptu meeting was held on June 28 to review the Summer Mission Sunday program and discuss child care needs.
2. Child Protection Policy:  The CMT review of the child protection policy was performed by Anya Ezhevskaya and George James as part of their standard elder duties.  Recommendations were provided to the Personnel Committee.
3. Summer Mission Sundays:  The proposed Summer Mission Sunday program has begun.  
4. Children’s Ministry Director Leave: The Children's Ministry Director has been out due to medical leave for five weeks but was cleared to return to work on June 16.  In spite of the medical leave, she has been performing Sunday morning duties.
5. Room 102 Adoption:  The “We Make this Road by Walking” Sunday evening bible study group has adopted room 102 (The “Fish Room”) and began to straighten up the room in preparation for improvements to the room.  These improvements will be coordinated with Campus Management and Children’s Ministry.   This group is challenging other groups in the church to adopt other rooms.  
6. Future Child Care Needs:  It has been determined that Lunar Communion Celebration and the planned Quarterly Workshops will need pre planning for child care support as the activities are either after hours or may draw in external individuals.  Conversations with Worship and Music and the Adult Ministry Team are underway.
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
