Hurricane Emergency Plan (Updated July 2025)
Preparations 
1.  Head of Staff or designee under direction of the Administration Team will determine:
a. Determine essential documents, electronic data and supplies that will need to be protected from wind and water damage in the Church office.
b. Secure key "backup" documentation safely off site out of harms way.
c. Elevate all valuable office equipment in the Church office off the floor to prevent damage due to flooding.
d. Will monitor the radio, internet, TV for recent updates on the time and location of the projected landfall and will follow all instructions from local officials 
2.  Each committee will assess the need for securing or removing necessary equipment/supplies/documentation from inside of the buildings.  Each committee will designate an individual to remove equipment/supplies/documentation and set the time frame in which to complete this task safely before a hurricane hits land.
Worship to determine the need for removal of valuable items (sound equipment or items in niches in the sanctuary) and how to secure the organ/pipes
Children and Youth to determine if there is any equipment or supplies to remove from education wing
Fellowship to determine if there is anything to be removed from the Kitchen.  Empty  refrigerators and freezers of food and ice.  Empty and drain the ice machine. Unplug all electrical equipment.
Care to determine if there is a need to remove anything from the Deacon's cabinet
Finance to determine back up documentation and where to store until safe to return
Adult education to determine if there is any equipment or supplies to remove from education wing
Mission to determine if there is any equipment or supplies to remove from the buildings
3.  Campus Management will assess the need for securing outside equipment.
 

If an evacuation has been issued by the local authorities the Head of Staff or designee will be responsible to oversee the complete evacuation of the campus per evacuation plan below.  
 

1.  All personnel, members and visitors will be removed from the buildings 
2.  All interior doors should be shut
3.  All exterior doors should be locked.
