NEW BUSINESS

· Full Time Music Director

Mark told us that the time was right and the necessary funding was available for us to hire a permanent full-time Music Director. At the May meeting the Session approved a motion to form a search team to fill the Music Director position on a permanent basis.  The make-up of a search team was discussed and the following names were proposed: Eric Late, Jeanette Chase, Ken Jones, Debbie Kidwell, Mary Lawrence, Ed Barker, Dan Hunter, Al Barboza, two youth (one junior high and one senior high - to be named later) and a member of the Personnel Team (to be named later).  It was decided that Eric Late should be asked to chair the team.

· Wedding Coordinator

The committee discussed replacing Pet Tindall, who resigned as Wedding Coordinator.  Because fewer weddings are taking place in the church, it was decided that the Wedding Coordinator position not be filled immediately.  During the interim period we will ask Daphne Riemer, the Church Secretary, to perform the duties of the Wedding Coordinator.  This arrangement will be re-evaluated at a later date.
