COMMITTEE MEETING

June 24, 2008

Attending were Al Manson: Chairman of Adult Ministry,  and Cathy Black: Chairman of Children Ministry, John Grady, Chairman of the Youth Ministry and Caressa Murray, Associate Pastor of Children, Youth & Families.  The meeting was opened with prayer.

The agenda of this meeting was to give each of the ministry areas the opportunity to review their status and immediate needs.  These will be reported by each Ministry to the Session under their own report.  It is intended that each of the three Ministry areas will continue to make their own report to the Session.  Those issues which required the attention of  the Christian Nurture Committee were addressed at the time of the individual report.

The Adult Ministry briefed the committee on the progress of Round Table Program.  After four weeks, the attendance has been good: 1st Sunday – 88 attendees, 2nd Sunday – 94 attendees, 3rd Sunday – 53 attendees, and 4th Sunday – 64 attendees.  Although there was some decline over the last two weeks, overall the participation has very good  The support of the Deacons should be recognized.  The Fall Sunday School program was briefed to the committee, as well as,  the progress with the Special Events Group and the Men Ministries Group.   

The Youth Ministry briefed on the overall success of the Mission Trip and the accomplishments of the 22 travelers.  A couple of the summer activities that will have some of youth participating were briefed.  These included Presbyterian Youth Connection Council, MO Ranch, Children and Youth Safety Commission and Synod Youth Workshop in Tulsa.  The committee recommended that Youth Ministry look into ways to increase the visibility of these activities, by our youth,  to the congregation.  The write-up for the Youth Mission trip will be in the July newsletter.

The Children’s Ministry had not yet met in June and will meet later this month.  The committee was briefed on the success of Vacation Bible School discussed the formation of a planning team for Rally Day, scheduled for 7 Sept.  Children’s Ministry also briefed the Committee on its proposal for a Children’s/Youth Safety Commission-Background Checks.  The CE Committee agreed with the need to establish a team made up of a representative from Children Ministry and Youth Ministry and one parent and proceed as quickly as possible to meeting these requirements.  

The meeting was closed with prayer.  There is no  meeting scheduled for July.  The next meeting will be 18 August.
