JUNE 2008

MOTION FOR SESSION APPROVAL: To authorize a Joyful Noyz Drummer Search Team.  The team would be Glenn Foster, Geri Foster and Judy Wilson.  The search team would seek a qualified drummer to work as a member of Joyful Noyz in support of their continuing musical commitment to the 8:30 worship services.  The expected time commitment would be four hours per week (two for rehearsal, two for service preparation and the service itself), at an estimated cost of $150 per week.  The search team would be authorized to negotiate with a qualified candidate up to a cost of $200 per week.  Payment will be on the same basis as other musicians hired to support WPC services and events; i.e., they are not an employee of the Church and will be paid only for actual support provided.

· The committee reviewed the Baptism policies with regard to photography and videotaping.

· The committee discussed the need for a new Joyful Noyz drummer with the current drummer leaving in early August to serve his country.

· Explored the positives and negatives of using high-school age drummers and the salary expectations (on the order of $125 per week)

· Explored the positives and negatives of using adult drummers and the salary expectations (on the order of $275 per week)

· Drafted the motion to session as indicated at the top of this report.
