AGENDA IEMS:

1. Heritage Special Offering – Heritage Presbyterian Church is located near 290 and Hwy 6.  There will be a Sept 21st Offering in support of Heritage.  Mark will cover the issue/opportunity in the September Newsletter.  We have folks for Minute for Mission on 9/14 – Carl at 11am and Diane at 8:30.  There are donation envelopes available and labels will be placed on them for Heritage and the envelopes placed in the pews.  Carl will handle  bulletin announcements for 9/7,14,21.
2. Pentecost Offering – MT discussed an amended motion for handling of a $1400 donation from our budget.  Propose split 50/50 to Covenant House and Communities in Schools Bay Area vs Covenant House and Kidz Harbor.  Approved by vote.

3.  Update on Vicki Smith – Vickie contracted Denge fever so is exhausted as Denge stays with you well after the initial sickness.  She is discerning a next path and is not likely to return to Jamaica after returning home in August.  Connie will contact Fellowship for a prospective “after Worship lunch and presentation”.  Diane will contact Vicki to get her thoughts and timing on a presentation.

4.  Crop Walk – Ann is our coordinator and Oct 5th or 12th are preferred dates. Proposed start/finish is Clear Lake Park.  Since our Mission Committee meeting for Oct would be set for 10/5, we may will shift accordingly.  Note the 5th is Worldwide Communion.  Both the Crop Walk and MT meeting dates will be reviewed at our August meeting.

5.  Pearland Church – They want help with expanding their facility and paying their lease.  Have received help from Presbytery New Church Development in the past.  We appreciate their growth in ministry yet did not elect to contribute at this time.

6. Presbyterian Disaster Assistance – Edna took a look at PDA support to China/Myanmar. $50k was donated via One Great Hour of Sharing and $100,000 to Myanmar with 16,000 supported with food…  In looking at the PDA website, Edna identified needs for Midwest flood relief “kits”… hygiene or cleanup buckets… If folks are vacationing to the Midwest and could carry a bucket, it would be appreciated…  PDA storage locations for the buckets are Little Rock Arkansas and Windsor Maryland.  Folks could consider dollar donations to cover goods or shipping.  MT suggests Youth send an email to all the congregation to make folks aware of this Mission opportunity.  James will review with the Senior High Youth Planning Team and identify any needs they have of the Mission Team. 

7. Bread for the World – Kim lead (report by Diane), Bulletin inserts for August are ordered and will be placed in the bulletins the last two weeks in August.  Noting 8/31 is Labor Day and 9/7 is Rally Day, Kim has action to approach the Adult SS Team to discuss integration and timing for a late August event. 

8. Habitat for Humanity—a Women’s Build – Helen reported HFH Bay Area is planning for a Women’s Build in 2009.  Cost is $60k to build a house.  We would need to raise money in time for a spring build.  There will be 10 to 15 folks in each work group.  Fundraising efforts could be combined with multiple churches and organizations.  Notionally, donations in support of 300 women x $200 each gets to $60k.  Minimum involvement of a group is $5000.  Ann will lead further investigation with support from Jackie with a goal of having a proposal for the August Mission Team Meeting and the Sept 2 HFH Meeting.

9. Ubuntu slide show – James, deferred to August Meeting as the wireless net was down.

10. Adult Sunday School - As a result of the Mission Committee’s recommendation following Tim Phillip’s visit, Tim was invited and accepted to teach his class on Multi-culturalism this fall starting 9/21 for 5 weeks.

11. Angel Food – Marjorie is lead.  Coco has a question of can this be a Jr Hi Mission opportunity?  We will cover in our August meeting.

12. Adult Mission Trip – James is lead for MT with support from Gene Fisseler.  Target group size is 15 people.  Must be 21 yrs or older.  We will be building vs tearing down.  Have 9 folks interested at this point.  James and Gene Fisseler will insert a website note, newsletter item to note the opportunity to our congregation and nearby churches.
