4. Annette Dwyer the new director of ICM will be in both services next Sunday, she will be awarded a certificate.  ICM has moved into their new administration facility on Park Avenue in League City, the old admin building on FM270 will be converted to an additional resale shop to be opened in September.  The resale shop is very successful but they have so much merchandise, it is hard to get it out on the floor.
5. Angel Food – In addition to the facts on how AF works, we also need to know how did those churches get the ministry off the ground.  Committee agreed we need to find a champion to get this started.  Different churches contacted implement this in different ways (custom versus pre-package food).  Refrigeration and other logistical issues need to be worked out.  Also we need to get a list of folks who would want to use this service.  Action to James to follow-up with Coco.
6. Vellore – Pat Koester reported to the committee that there is a Vellore conference in Clear Lake this year.  We have an opportunity to have the Dr. Ravi Korula, an Orthopedic Surgeon who also serves as the Associate Director of Finance for the Vellore Christian Medical College, Vellore, India come and talk to our church.  Pat suggested that we could gather several area churches (even the Baptist!) who support Vellore could come hear Dr. Korula on Sunday June 21 at 7:00pm  - Pat will be the POC.  Future actions include  to get this into the bulletin, and send a note to Patricia at the Presbytery.  Edna volunteered to do some calling to contact as well.
7. Day of Service request by Presbytery – August 1st is the planned day for all churches to be out in the community participating in a service project –.  WPC is signed up for this and now we need to pick a project.  Judy Wilson’s wedding is that day at 4:00pm that day and we need to work any conflict.  Suggestion to help Emanuel Presbyterian Church of Galveston to help them repair their facility.  The mission committee will communicate what we plan to do so we can get teams together.  Presbyterian service center and ICM were other option.  Helen to contact ICM, Connie will contact the PSC.
8. Fall Mission Fair – The goal is to gets folks at WPC to connect to Mission.  (Worship +2; make Mission one of the two.)  Kimberly suggested missions at WPC that need volunteers be listed on cardstock and place in a three ring binder so folks who are interested could volunteer.
9. Summer/Fall Mission Weekends – James will talk to John and Kevin Snowden and Amy Wahener about leading a team.
10. WPC Hurricane Emergency Plan – Diane hand out the FPC of Freeport’s plan.  Diane suggested that the parts of the plan be divided up and given to the appropriate committee (B&G, Care, Communications etc.).  The plan includes prepare the WPC campus, WPC could be a shelter in place, have a phone tree, help with evacuations, post hurricane clean-up.  Majority of committee thinks we need to coordinate with the deacons.  Diane will contact the deacons and jointly work a go-forward plan.
11. Houston Interfaith Worker Justice update -   (Pancho) will talk to the Outreach Committee of the Presbytery about Houston Interfaith Worker Justice, and Helen will accompany him.
