1. The Circle of Pray-ers are actively recruiting members to join the Circle.  They continue to pray for approximately 25-30 persons per week  (80/month) plus those serving in the military.   When requested for a person to be placed on the Circle of Prayer they usually remain there for two weeks unless the request is specified differently.  All those on the orange slips on Sunday mornings are placed on the Circle on Mondays each week and those in the Sunday bulletin.  
2. The Stephens Ministers are scheduled as recommended by the Deacons, and requested to Helen DeLeon.  We have two support Stephens Ministers and six available trained Ministers that are currently serving.  Several are assigned to those that are in need of their services.  All are kept confidential.  The Stephens Ministers meet monthly to support each other and for continuing education and continue to work in the background to our visible church to assist those in spiritual/emotional need.
3. The Deacon Board met on June 4, 2009.   The minutes of that meeting are attached.  The Deacons will be hosting Health Yes!, a health screening program on June 27, 2009 from 8:00am to 5:00pm in the Fellowship Hall.  
4. Addiction Ministry is a new ministry that is being started through “Care of Members”.  The Mission Statement is:

“Our WPC Addiction Ministry Team will provide hope by giving information, extending support,


and offering referrals to families suffering from addiction(s).“

Following thanks to Judy Ota and Ed Tobia for refreshments, Ruth Marcott offered a devotional and opening prayer.

Elder’s Remarks: Jeanette Chase said Children’s Ministry has many activities planned for the summer; she will share details in an e-mail. She also highlighted a revamped Ice Cream Social and Craft Fair for August. Church roof repair will begin shortly.

Moderator’s Remarks:
The minutes of the May meeting were approved.

Round Tables: Pastor Helen reported that 39 participants had signed in for the May 31st kickoff meeting.

Communion: Mary Lawrence has requested that 5-6 gluten-free wafers be placed on a covered plate in the narthex where ushers can retrieve it as requested by communicants. We have also been requested to change the bread for 11 am service from one 3 lb challah loaf to two 1 lb loaves.

Roemehl Dewey conveyed thanks on behalf of Jackie Hart to those who assisted with the Montgomery reception. There was some discussion about the role and responsibility of the deacon board as a whole in these types of events. The Moderator reminded everyone that the Immediate Care committee’s function is to coordinate and recruit church-wide assistance. 

Hurricane preparedness: Anyone who wishes to contribute to the new mission committee can contact Pastor Helen, Diane Kane, or James Kinzler.

Training: Training recently offered by the Presbytery was well-attended by Webster members. Training suggestions for subsequent board meetings included care of volunteers, how to pray, scriptures for all occasions, listening skills, and grief or family conflict resolution. Pastor Helen also offered that our pastoral staff can endorse the professional quality of Innovative Alternatives (where Jamee Wilson is employed) for counseling and mediation services.

AED Update: The deacon committee is currently evaluating two companies for purchase of two units in the near future.

Health screening offered by HealthYes! on June 27 will require a few deacons in perhaps two hour shifts from 8 am – 5 pm to provide hospitality. Contact Michael Cooper to volunteer.

Betty Ulrich’s memorial service is scheduled for Sunday, June 14, at 1 pm. Pastor Helen requested a few deacons stay after the 11 am service to ensure that flowers are properly placed, etc. The Moderator will coordinate with the Immediate Care committee and the Ulrich family to determine if assistance is needed for the reception at the Freeman Library.

Zone updates: Jim Young is ambulatory and gradually regaining strength; Ken Jones has attended church; BC Whigham has returned home, so no members are hospitalized at this moment.

The Moderator recommended that everyone be thinking about a zone gathering/activity during the summer months.

Pastor’s Remarks:

Brochures will be available in July for the annual Focus event to be held October 3 from 9 am – 4 pm at Grace Presbyterian. LaDonna Sanders from the emerging church movement will be the special preacher at WPC’s October 4 services.

Pastor Helen emphasized the importance of passing along event information, especially family activities, to zone members.

August 1 will be the Presbytery-wide day of mission with many activities and opportunities for congregational participation.

Committee Reports:

Judy Ota reported that the request to display the deacon photo board in the narthex area was denied. Discussion agreed that the original hall site would be the location; it was also agreed that if the board might be moved and displayed on an easel, it could be made available in Bouton hall or Fellowship hall for specific events.

July Meeting: 

Moved by Ruth Marcott, seconded by Paul Cianchetti, the board voted unanimously to cancel the July meeting. The next regular meeting will be August 6, 2009.

The meeting closed with a group prayer led by Pastor Helen.
