CARE REPORT

JUNE 2010

The Care Ministry of WPC consists of the Board of Deacons, the Circle of Prayers, the Stephen Ministry, the continued formation of the WPC Angels and future plans for an Addiction Ministry.

DEACON BOARD:

The Deacons met on Thursday, June 3rd, 2010, beginning with an opening prayer and musical devotional lead by Sandy Dwyer.

Joann Letson introduced Ava Sloan, a guest speaker from the Brookdale Senior Living Center.  Topics about Senior Housing included:  Independent Living, Assisted Living, Memory Care services and Nursing Home services.  Ava also discussed the importance of family assessment in meeting the needs of elders’ physical and emotional needs.  Many other local senior services were mentioned in her presentation:  organizations such as “Seniors Have Dreams Too”, “Twilight Wish Foundation”, etc.; local resources that provide Adult Day Care, transportation and various other needs for elder assistance.

Pastor Helen announced plans for expanding POP to the Bay Area beginning with plans to set up this ministry (Rev. Steve Spiedel) at Clear Lake Regional Hospital.

The nominating committee (Shallon Barboza) is still seeking nominations to fill the two vacated Deacon positions.

Joe Schwarz is seeking volunteers for the transportation committee.  These folks will help provide valet parking services and general transportation for members as well.  

Other cares and concerns of Zone issues were discussed.  Due to the rapid growth of several zones, three Deacons volunteered to help realign zones as soon as  all membership information is up to date.

CIRCLE OF PRAYERS:

The circulation of prayer concerns through the church email continues to thrive as a  great outreach of this group.  The new leader for this year is Jackie Hart.

STEPHEN MINISTRY:

This ministry continues the ‘vision process’ of means to expand their individual care to WPC members.  Connie Carden is leading the ministry team.
WPC ANGELS:

The Task Force of our newly-forming Sr. Care Ministry is under the leadership of Jill Cooper.  Several meetings were held this month to establish primary goals, as follows:

1)  Parking Assistance (Sunday Valet service)

2)  Health Safety Assessment (Handyman Assistance)

3)  Buddy System (daily calling of seniors with health issues) 

Also, plans include monthly luncheons for seniors, featuring guest speakers to begin in September.

Next meeting date:  MONDAY, JULY 19th to gather Care Team Coordinators as well as Caregivers.  Meetings are scheduled for:  10 AM and 6:30 PM that day to accommodate volunteers available either day or evening. At that time, the duties of the task force hope to be near completion.
