May minutes were read by Jeanette Chase and approved with typos fixed. 

On June 6th, 2010 the Fellowship Committee had a mini meeting after second service in Wholy Grounds.  Members in attendance were Jeanette Chase, Jennifer Carr, Joan McMillan, Fey Jordan, Carole Young, & Lois Phillips.  We discussed and then made a motion which was approved unanimously to postpone the potluck lunch on June 27 to Sunday Aug 1.  August 1st will be the last “summer Sunday” schedule so we decided it would be better to do the cookout then instead of so soon after the Children’s Ministry did their potluck.  Our thought was that this would be the finish of the summer schedule.  Jennifer will start advertising in the bulletin each week about the August 1 potluck.
The cookbook has been approved by Session.  Joan will be putting an article in the newsletter.  The preferred method of getting recipes would be electronic (sent to Joan), but we realize that not everyone has access to a computer.  There will be forms in the admin office to fill out and a box available to drop those forms in.  We have other committee members who have volunteered to retype those hard copies into electronic form and send to Joan.  We will be taking pre orders for the cookbook and our goal is to have the books ready to sell for Christmas.  This means everything has to be ready to go to print October 1.  Jennifer will get a blurb in the bulletin each week.

***Jennifer is figuring out how much in account 8505 belongs to Wholy Grounds dollars and also checking to see if accounts 5300, 5320 & 8186 are correct.

Jennifer to see if the kitchen in Bouton Hall can have one of the 4-5 first aid kits in the office, replenish it with band aids and put it in the kitchen for use by the cooks.

Jeanette to create a card to be included in the visitor bags for Dinner Club 7 and Wednesday Night Dinners.

Helen will get a list of new members since Jan 2010 so we can send invitations to them inviting them to attend a Dinner Club 7 with a group and possibly join as well.

Joan McMillan is working on an idea to have some kind of barricade to stop folks from “visiting” with the cooks during the dinner hour rush on Wednesday nights.  There are too many people standing around in the kitchen the half hour before dinner starts.  That is the busiest time and too many people standing around makes it harder to get the line set up.  The sign will say something like “Cooks and Servers ONLY beyond this point” and will stretch from the pass through window, along the front of the serving line to the closet.  Joan can make a barricade that is easily rolled up and stored in the closet.

We discussed putting a checklist together that is available to other committees when they are putting on an event.  Each committee should be responsible for getting help for any committee event unless Fellowship Committee has agreed to do it all.  We thought we could put this checklist on the website.  Fellowship is available to guide and give suggestions when needed.  Joan is developing an event checklist and will bring it to the next meeting so we can discuss this further.
There will be a dessert reception following the choir concert on July 3rd.  This is not a Fellowship Committee function, but those members that can help will be greatly appreciated.  The choir will be responsible for getting volunteers for set up and clean up.  Any paper goods already in stock in the supply closet are available for use.
