Team/Committee Reports
· Buildings & Grounds – Installation of a new roof for the Fellowship Hall is being investigated.
· Care of Members – The committee was commended for its efforts to host four memorial services during the past month.

· Youth Ministry – The Session voted to approve Caroline Brazzel to serve as a female adult sponsor on the Synod Youth Workshop trip.

· Mission – The Session should prayerfully prepare itself for a proposal from the Committee to commit the congregation to support of Family Promise.  

· Personnel – The committee announced that Church bookkeeper Shannon King resigned.  For her long service to WPC, she was placed on administrative leave for three months, she was paid for as yet unused 2011 vacation time, and the church will continue to cover the cost of her insurance coverage for three months.
· Stewardship & Finance – The Treasurer’s report indicates that church expenditures are slightly ahead of revenues for the year through May 31.  The Session voted to approve the Committee’s proposed assignment of responsibility to certain committee to monitor and manage exchange and designated accounts.
· Vision – The Session was presented a brochure regarding Future Story, a Presbytery of New Covenant program including two facilitated on-site congregational meeting, for consideration.
· Welcoming – The Committee is taking a break for the summer.
· Worship & Music – Plans for Lunar Communion are underway for Sunday, July 17.
