The committee met on June 18, 6:30pm – 9:00pm, in the Meeting Room.  The standing committee meeting occurs on the third Tuesday of each month.
Combined services – the worship team is recommending that a 10:15am start time for combined worship services be considered, with the intent of accommodating Sunday School on combined service Sundays from 9:00 – 10:00am. The inclement weather plan is for the service to be held in the Fellowship Hall; Helen Rose will make the weather call on Saturday evening and alert appropriate personnel for notification of the congregation.
