The Webster Presbyterian Church (WPC) Session convened a Stated Meeting Tuesday, May 24, 2016, in the Meeting Room.    
The meeting was Called to Order and a Welcome offered, and the meeting Opened with prayer by Pastor Helen DeLeon.
A quorum was declared present consisting of the following:

Ruling Elders Nicholas Balletto, Scott McNeill, Susan Stearns, and Jim Young were excused.  
Also present were Treasurer Jimmy Spivey, Assistant Treasurers Carla Yager and Anne Waehner, member Judy Williams, and Clerk to Session Melisa Ferguson.

The agenda was approved.
Anne Waehner of the Member Review Team spoke to the group about the start of the biennial process to review the membership rosters.  The deacons have already begun the process by calling those confirmed members who have not attended worship nor donated money within the last two years.  Anne committed to keep the Session informed of the progress of the effort.
The Mission Committee presented information on the progress of the reformation of the Family Promise organization.  WPC member Judy Williams has volunteered to be our Coordinator.  Judy offered information on the ongoing efforts to relaunch this group and what WPC’s involvement in the new organization is planned to be.  The Session approved a motion from the Mission Committee for WPC to become a host congregation for Family Promise of Clear Creek (FPCC) and that we will sign a covenant agreement with FPCC.
Pastor Keith led a devotional based on Psalm 10:1 and the Sermon on the Mount from the book of Matthew chapters 5 – 7.
The Session received a report from Senior Pastor Keith Uffman:
· The Wednesday evening Bible Study and the Men’s Group have ended for the summer and will resume in the fall.

· Keith continues home visits of members coordinated by Kathy Braeuer.

· A new weekly insert to the bulletin to highlight “10 Points” of the sermon will being in June.

· Keith acknowledged that he has an outstanding action to report to Session on information gathered from the home group meetings from last fall.

· Keith acknowledged that he has been at WPC long enough now that he feels it’s time to begin addressing our Big Hairy Audacious Goals (BHAGs.)

· Keith and Mary Helen have several vacations planned for the summer and announced that they are joyously expecting their second grandchild in December of this year
The Session received a report John Grady from the Family Ministries team:

· Director Julie Stonebarger is meeting with volunteers to gather ideas and make sure background checks are up to date.  

· The concept of providing a “Pray Ground” rather than childcare in another building during worship services will be explored soon.
