· The Worship, Arts, and Music (WAM) Committee moves the Session approve the opening of our Sanctuary as a meditation space one day per week beginning in August.  An individual, or individuals from a cohabitating family, may register for a half-hour time slot for meditation and prayer.  Participants must wear masks and agree to social distancing guidelines and will sign an affidavit each week that they are free from disease and exposure to the best of their knowledge.
· The Mission Committee moves that Session, in support of an overture proposed by the Peru Mission Network Committee, approve a congregation-wide Mission fundraising campaign that will provide needed financial aid to our Peru in-country mission partners.  The Mission Committee anticipates that this campaign will be a “Constant Contact” requesting that members donate funds designated for “Peru Relief”.  Funds raised will be used to assist our Peruvian partner congregations offset the devastating financial and medical effects of coronavirus.
