Report from Music Director: Glenn Foster  
Glenn reminded us that when we began the choral scholars program he had listed 15 possible values to the church, to the choir and to the students.  Over the last 4 years, the program has accomplished all that he anticipated and more.  He wanted to share some of the comments of the scholars themselves and their families—about how much they had grown in their faith, their love for the congregation, and their gratitude.  The parents have thanked Glenn for being the family and support that the students need when they are far away from home.  The session also expressed gratitude for the program.  
On another note, Glenn recommended that we expand the Kirkin of the Tartans Sunday (October 30) to include a mini version of the Highland Games after the service.

Report from James Kinzler: status on COVID from CDC/UT Medical Center 
After much discussion since the recommendations from the CDC and the Texas Medical Center do not match, the following motion was voted upon favorably.
    As of July 3, the policy for masking shall read
 People should talk to their doctor about masks and other precautions if they are immunocompromised as recommended by the CDC. 
· People should get tested if they feel symptoms and they should keep vaccinations up to date per the CDC
· CMC recommends we allow people to be unmasked at their discretion, suggest people get vaccinated, allow seating anywhere in the sanctuary and ask people to respect those who are masked and who want more personal space.
CMC moves that Session support replacement of the six plain windows and lintels in the Fellowship Hall Narthex and support use of contractor Centre Buildings. Gary Mossman secured an estimate from Centre Builders for $18,600 for new windows and $6500 for repair/replacement of the lentils for a total of $25,100.  The lintels have extensive rust and were installed with sandwiched ¼ steel plates that were only partially tack welded.  James Kinzler and sister, Nancy Kinzler, a contractor in Austin, had a walk through with Centre Buildings and Nancy supports the proposal from the contractor.  CMC proposes the spend be funded by the Capital Fund.  Motion was approved.



Servant Leadership:  
Parish Pastor Richard Kleiman’s grandson passed away Friday July 19, and the service was Sunday.  He was not with us at the session meeting but a letter of introduction was read.  He was and is the spiritual director for Czilia Ludyani, and all who have met him agree that he will be an asset for this church.  Small groups are asked to invite him to meet their members in a group. 
Dan’s reception will be moved to July 10.  Rev. Kleiman will be preaching on the 10th and providing the prayers of the people during his introductory period.  
A constant contact (and the bulletin) will ask the congregation to resume wearing their nametags to church.
