WPC Vision Statement

Reports:
· ICM – See Community Assistance, Kathy has been working with Leiza Whitecotton.
· Family Promise – Liz Bias is interim director.  One family currently in the program, 1 adult w/3 children.  Next host week for WPC is July 9 – 15. Need 6 lightweight twin sized blankets for summer use, suggestion is to send out a Constant Contact to request twin sized lightweight blankets that are machine washable.  Looking for gender neutral colors or white.
· Community Assistance – Four requests in May, three were assisted and referred to ICM/Family Promise.  One request was a no show at ICM and attempts to contact by phone were unsuccessful.  One of the requests was also assisted by ICM as well as another church, and received gas cards.  Kathy has been working closely with Liz in the front office, requests for assistance are turned around within 3 days – 1 week.  Liz is tracking requests, Kathy is very optimistic about the process in place.
· WPC Member Assistance – James reported that the Strakes have requested an “easy chair”, James is able to provide one that his mother used.  Kathy reported that WPC has a supply of durable medical equipment being stored in Glenn’s old office.  Liz checks out equipment to folks as needed.
· McWhirter – Julie Ludyani is helping while Pat K is out of town.  Backpacks have been distributed, with info on when to return them.  Topic of “welcome back” packs for staff was raised.  Sandy suggested something that we “make” instead of “buy”, like a craft involving Touchstones or intergenerational project.  Follow-up with Pat Koester when she returns, ask Carrie what she would like to do.  One option – invite McWhirter staff to attend our Thanksgiving meal.
· Change4Change – Kathy will be one of the three adults assisting with collection this month.  Kimberly to ask Anya and Judy Brown.  James suggested that a schedule be set up to identify one adult as a lead for each month.  Kimberly will do June, Sandy will do July, James will do August, Kathy will do September.
· Little Free Food Pantry – Dedication on Pentecost went well.  Sandy reported that a good crowd participated, including children.  People are monitoring the pantry throughout the week.  Sandy has set up “family packs” and “personal packs” in a trunk on the porch of the Fellowship Hall, for restocking the pantry.  Personal packs are moving, family packs are not.  Sandy would like to donate foods that aren’t moving to ICM, the team concurs.  Sandy finds Amazon is the cheapest option for purchasing.  Liz receives the food delivery and puts it in the Meeting Room to be put into packs.  Kathy mentioned that we still need to find a way to distribute water.  Note:  Kathy will take over coordination in April 2024 from Sandy Dwyer.  

Open Actions:
· Disbursement of OGHS and Pentecost special offerings – Kathy has been working with Pat Forke, around $2K was distributed to OGHS; Pentecost distribution will happen when Kathy returns to town.  
· 2022 Pentecost disbursement for Godly Play materials is still pending – waiting on receipts from Melinda.
· 2021 Peace and Global Witness offering WPC portion – waiting on response from Ed Tobia for organizational contact.  
· Intergenerational Christian Education/mission-oriented projects:
· Who is on the Christian Ed team, who is our contact for this?  Kim to email Keith and copy Kathy.
· Post volunteer opportunities at ICM and other organizations in the Mission section of the bulletin.

New Business:
· The Family Promise partitions could be stored in an upstairs room, as we aren’t using them for Family Promise.  James is willing to implement moving the partitions. 
· Kathy wants to assist with reorganization of storage for durable medical equipment.  Sandy/Kathy shared the process:  a person in need checks out the equipment from Liz, who tracks it.  Kathy will share the reorganization plans with Liz.
· Missy R would like to organize a “dry soup” packaging line as an intergenerational mission project.  Sandy will talk to Missy about how the mission team can support in October.
