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The Care Committee consists of the leaders of the Deacons, Prayer Chain, and Stephen Ministers.  As of this month, no elder has been assigned to lead this Committee.

The Deacon Board has met monthly in 2007.  In their meetings, the deacons share concerns and joys from their zones, receive additional training to empower them to serve their members well, and the various deacon committees report.

The deacons support worship by preparing communion when it is to be served in a worship service, and offer the Prayer to the People in both services on the third Sunday of each month.

The deacons serve the membership by offering spiritual care and nurture to the people in their zones.  Each deacon sends letters to the people in their zones, follow up with telephone calls to introduce themselves, and offer a variety of ways for their zone members to meet them.  They make telephone calls and visits, as they can, to those who are hospitalized.  They also arrange for meals, when requested, to members who have been hospitalized or otherwise cannot provide for themselves.  In addition, they will arrange and implement receptions to follow funerals held at WPC.  The deacons also provide for social interaction for members by providing outings for those over 50 on a regular basis.

The deacons serve the community by filling care baskets for the ICU waiting areas at St. John’s Hospital.

The deacons provide for their own care by arranging periodic social gatherings of the Deacon board.

Tony Le Cara is the Moderator of the Deacon Board.

The Stephen Ministry Team continues to work toward re-establishing a Stephen Ministry in our congregation.  Recruiting individuals to be trained as Stephen Ministers has proven problematic.  The leaders sent out over 30 letters of invitation last fall, and received only two positive responses.  We need at least six, and preferably eight, to form a class.  Many of those who were invited to the training also were invited to serve as deacons, and, of course, they were unable to accept both opportunities.  The Leadership Team has opened conversations with Clear Lake Presbyterian Church about the possibility of conducting a joint class either this summer or in the fall.  The Team continues to be optimistic about, eventually, re-establishing this vital ministry at Webster PC.

Connie Carden and Julie Yencharis are the Stephen Ministry leaders.

The Prayer Chain has re-organized for the year, and the 2007 Prayer Chain is in place and working well.  The leaders experienced a smooth transition from Vicky to Linda to Daphne, and there have been no complaints.  This year, the leadership team has been organized into classes, so one will rotate off each year, and one new leader will be added each year.  This should provide continuity to the Prayer Chain and prevent burn-out of leadership.
The Prayer Chain leaders are Alberta Rohlfing (Class of 2007); Mary Goeckler (Class of 2008); and Jeanne Camp (Class of 2009).   

The Person-Centered Ministry Team has disbanded for the time being, and currently is not meeting.
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
