Youth Ministry Committee
Minutes for March 22, 2007 Meeting

Request(s) for Session Action:  Request/recommend Session approval of the curriculum “Would Jesus Really Do That?” by Cook Communications Ministries for Jr. High Sunday School.
Attendees:  Pam Millsap (Sr. High Youth Planning Team Chair), Nina Moede (Jr. High Youth Planning Team Chair), Chuck Moede (Elder)

Excused:  Watson Dupont (Elder)
1.  The meeting began at 7:29 p.m. with a word/share/prayer led by Nina, using John 3:16-21 for the scripture.  
2.  The agenda was reviewed and approved without change.
3.  The recommendations for the Big Sibling/Little Sibling program were received (Nina presented them on behalf of Karen Moede and Amy Waehner).  The committee discussed the information provided and made final determinations.  A kickoff dinner for the participants will be held on Sunday, 4/1 at 5:00 (preceding PYC).  Consideration was given to having monthly, or periodic, events for the participants.

Action:  Chuck will send e-mail notification of the dinner and assignments to the participants, requesting confirmations, and to the youth sponsors.

4.  Pam and Nina presented information on Sr. High and Jr. High status, plans and schedules.  Nina noted that Randy Moore will be teaching Jr. High Sunday School through August, and Jimmy Spivey and Ralph Faxel will take the summer off and return as Sunday School teachers in the fall.  8th Graders will be promoting to Sr. High on June 3rd; 5th Graders will be promoting to Jr. High on June 10th.  Senior Recognition was scheduled by SHYPT for May 6th, with a reception in the Narthex after the 11:00 service (his will include recognition of college graduates).  There were questions about plans for Youth Musical rehearsals and performances.

Action:  Chuck will place item in 4/1 bulletin requesting bio’s, college plans (for high school grads), and pictures of upcoming graduates.

Action:  Pam will request SHYPT to make recommendations and coordinate acknowledgements of graduates in the services and the reception.
Action:  Chuck will check with George about youth musical rehearsal plans and schedule for musical performances.

5.  The committee considered the candidates submitted by the SHYPT for Youth Representative on this year’s Nominating Committee.  There were several excellent young people identified.  The committee chose to recommend Rebekah Spivey to the Sr. High youth for election, should she accept to serve.  The committee determined to call a meeting of the Sr. High youth on Sunday, 4/1 at 10:45 for the purpose of receiving the recommendation and electing the Youth Representative to the Nominating Committee.

Action:  Chuck will contact Rebekah to ask if she will accept nomination and serve.

Action:  Chuck will send a notice to the Sr. High youth calling the meeting to elect their Nominating Committee Representative.

6.  The committee discussed the SHYPT plans for the Wednesday program, Sr. High Connections, and when to be ready to start.  There was agreement on Wednesday, April 11th.
Action:  Pam will send a note to the SHPYT members about candidates for the Connections program leaders, and the specific needs.

7.  The committee discussed the status and plans for the refurbishment of the Jr. High (original) and Sr. High rooms in the Education wing.  Plans for finishing, decorating, and furnishing each of the rooms, with youth involvement in the process, should be identified.  There was a recommendation made to look at replacement of the furniture for both rooms.

Action:  The JHYPT and SHYPT each need to develop plans for their respective classrooms and submit to the YMC; should be addressed in the teams’ upcoming meetings.

8.  The schedule for the upcoming Youth Worship Services was discussed.  Services were set for April 22nd, May 20th, and June 24th, pending coordination and concurrence from Joyful Noyz.  The plans of the Jr. High Youth (from Wonderful Wednesdays program) for May’s service will be presented at next month’s committee meeting.  Chuck asked that the committee begin thinking about the idea of establishing a Youth Worship Team under YMC (with the team lead becoming a member of YMC).
9.  In Watson’s absence, Chuck read inputs he had sent on APNC status.  A candidate, who has been ill, is recovering and the APNC will look at scheduling an interview.  The committee is still working to meet with their Presbytery liaison, and is also working on completing the CIF.
10.  The committee discussed dates and times for the YMC Retreat, pending a check with Watson (note, the previous date had been deferred).  April 7th and May 5th were selected as candidates, with a meeting time of 9:00 – 1:00.  Chuck asked the committee to think about initiatives in Youth Ministry that we would to pursue, both near and long term, for consideration at the retreat.
Action:  Chuck will check with Watson about the retreat meeting dates.
11.  Chuck asked that the teams be reminded that inputs for the May WPC Newsletter need to be submitted to him by 4/14.  Items for consideration are Triennium, the Youth Musical, Jr. High preparation of the May Youth Worship Service, Mission Trip, and (always) Sunday School, PYC, and mission/service projects.
12.  There was no additional/new business.

13.  The actions of the meeting were reviewed.  The following request for Session action (deferred from submission in February) was identified outside the committee meeting:

14.  The next YMC meeting was set for Thursday, April 19th at 7:00, with WSP by Pam.
