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Church Signage

The Sign Team continues to meet.  An order-of-magnitude proposal has been received for a brick "monument" style sign.  We worked with a design by Bay Architects (the sanctuary architect).  The specifications call for a 25-foot wide, 5-foot high brick (using leftover sanctuary brick) wall with Webster Presbyterian Church cut into smooth stone which would be inset into the brick.  Another line of text is envisioned appearing in smaller font just below the church name and also in the smooth stone (some  "inviting" phrase like "Come Celebrate With Us" ).  In plan view, the length of the sign would follow an slight arc, a radius (i.e.,the structure would curve back, away from the reader slightly).  The total material and installation cost could range from $20,000 to $23,000.  The cost of lighting and planting would be in addition to this amount.  This style of sign, depending on input from the city, could be installed anywhere from the corner of NASA Parkway and Austin Street to (almost) the base of the white cross.  Examples of this type of sign can be viewed at the Friendswood Christian Church and University Baptist Church. 

The team intends to meet with a National Sign representative next to investigate painted metal sign options.  National Sign designed and installed the Gateway church sign that can be seen on Clear Lake City Blvd between I45 and Hiway 3. 

Once a style of font, color, etc are determined, the team will likely recommend that the church name in the same style of letters be installed alone on a couple of exterior walls (like the WEBSTER PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH is currently installed on the low brick wall below the Burning Bush stained glass).  The locations under consideration are alongside the "shell" cross near the corner of NASA Parkway and Houston Street and over, or near, the narthex exterior doors.  Replacing the existing lettering under the Burning Bush would likely be recommended too. 

Direct Mail

Considerable effort was put forth to get a large, color, two-sided post card in the mail before Holy Week.  Unfortunately, the bids were not received in time for Easter. None the less, the information is still useful for possible mailings in the future. Based on what we learned, we would recommend a generic photo and message that could be used at different times of the year rather than around specific dates (like Easter).  Post card sizes include 4.25 inches  X 5.5 inches ($184 for 500: $342 for 1000) and 5.5 X 8.5 ($342 for 500: $623 for 1000).  The targeted audience would be homeowners recently moving into area zip codes. For about $300, we can purchase new addresses from the past six months in a half dozen zip codes, 500 to 800 names.
