Special Events 

A Biblical Story Telling Training Event was hosted by the Special Events Board at WPC on Saturday, February 21, 2009.   The event was successful, with 40 tickets sold and 30 people in actual attendance.  A final report, prepared by Bill Dixon, Chairman of the Special Events Board has been submitted to the Session.  Plans are being made by the Christian Nurture Committee on ways to follow-up the training event with the congregation and community.

Another event is being planned for March 31.  This event is being advertised as Beginning Birding and Spring Migrants.  It will be held in Bouton Hall on March 31, 7:00pm to 8:00pm.   The event will be led  by WPC member, Dr. David McDonald, who is an expert birder and photographer.  David will share his bird photos and discus the Spring migrant routes through Houston.  The event has been advertised with several of the local scouting groups.  There will be no charge.

Sunday School
