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Our discussion opened with a centering meditation, discussion, and prayer on the song “Hold it up to the light” by David Wilcox.  We focused on the word “choice” as well as the title phrase and a specific sentence in the song, ‘but I see if you gave me a vision, would I never have reason to use my faith?’  Those present for our conversation included Pastor Helen, Kaylin Dupree, Liz Loynes, Jane Markley, and Kevin Snowden.

We reviewed an e-mail string between Webster and The United Methodist Church of the Resurrection concerning a workshop conference with COR’s pastor, Rev. Hamilton, as keynote speaker in spring 2011.   We will continue this dialogue to confirm particulars before making any specific plans and moving responsibility for the workshop to the Special Events committee.

The committee endorsed Laura Grady’s covenant group to view and discuss the PBS Frontline video series, “From Jesus to Christ”.   We also endorsed using books by John Ortberg by Bible study group (Ortberg having previously been endorsed for other studies).   Another book endorsed by the committee that may be used in these studies is Dr. Gary Chapman’s book God Speaks Your Love Language:  How to Feel and Reflect God’s Love.  The committee recommends these materials to Session.

The group also brought meaning to the line chart showing the various constituent groups within the Adult Ministries committee and relationships within the Christian Nurture committee and Session.   This chart accompanies these minutes.


The next committee meeting is Thursday evening, March 8.   Jane has graciously offered to lead our centering devotional that night.


Our conversation ended with prayer.
