3) 10:10 a.m. Begin Easter Program

· Goal: to have a program involving all ages.

a) Intergenerational Lesson Plan

i) The Easter greeting: "Christ is risen." The response: "Christ is risen indeed."

ii) Opening Prayer

iii) Welcome the group & tell them what is planned.

iv) Background

v) Scripture reading: John 20:1-18

(1) Biblical storytellers?

vi) Activity: Resurrection Egg Hunt

(1) Each table has an empty color-coded egg carton & list of colored eggs for the “egg-hunters.”

(2) Kids at the table are formed into a group and sent to find and collect 1 of each color of egg.

· Youth or adult goes with the group & keeps them together, being sure to include the youngest kids.

(3) When the eggs have all been collected at the table, begin with the #1 egg, open it, reveal the “treasure” inside and read the scripture verse from the egg. 

· Retell the scripture verse in your own words to younger members at the table.

· Pass the “treasure” around for each person to touch & look at.

· Continue opening eggs until all 12 have been opened.
