Worship Committee Report
March 2013
The members of the worship committee include Jeanette Booher (usher coordinator), Helen DeLeon, Glenn and Jeri Foster, Judy Ford, Diane Kane/Sandy Murphy (Bible by Heart representatives), Kimberly Glaus Läte, Mary Lawrence, Chuck Moede (audio visual team coordinator), Nina Moede, Helen Rose Moore (pastoral liaison).
The committee met on March 19, 6:30p – 9:00p, in the Meeting Room.  The standing committee meeting occurs on the third Tuesday of each month.
Requests from committees 

· Children’s Ministry – request to conduct Children’s Sabbath on Oct. 20, approved.

· Fellowship Committee – request to conduct worship in Clear Lake Park on July 7, prior to a planned congregational picnic; a motion will be presented to session, requesting approval.

Lenten/Holy Week update – Nina reported that plans are progressing for Holy Week activities.  She has a few more slots to fill for “prayer shepherds” for the planned prayer vigil in the Fellowship Hall.  The committee discussed the cost of providing paid guards for the parking area during the evening hours.  It was decided that the parking area closest to the Fellowship Hall would be opened for parking (the handicapped signage would be covered during the period to allow open parking), to reduce the distance people participating in the vigil would have to travel between the building and their cars.  Nina will make a final appeal to church members for volunteer guards; if this is unsuccessful, she will notify the individuals who have committed to participating in the vigil about the parking and security measures being taken, in the absence of guards.
Ushers – Jeanette reported that the ushers are confused about the new direction for notifying Linda Smith-Gregory when the final hymn has begun, for the purpose of bringing children into the Sanctuary.  Discussion followed; this issue will be referred back to Linda and the Children’s Team with a request for a final recommendation, after consideration of the potential impacts to WPC’s child protection policy.

Bible by Heart – no update was provided.

Audio/Visual Team – Chuck reported that the installation of acoustical treatment in the Fellowship Hall is underway.  He will work with the team members on flow of slides during worship.

Music Team – the youth musical this year will be performed in the Fellowship Hall in “dinner theatre” style.  Jennifer Carr will be assisting with meal preparation.  The musical is scheduled for two evening performances over Memorial Day weekend.  Judy reported that a request has been made by a local person to use the WPC organ for practice.  Judy has interviewed the individual and will coordinate practice times to occur in a way that does not conflict with other planned activities in the Sanctuary.
Topics for general discussion – Pentecost will take place on May 19; communion will be served.  The committee discussed whether to combine worship services for the summer months, the consensus was that the committee would prayerfully consider the options and review over email, prior to the deadline for submitting motions to the session.  The consensus of the committee was that it would be best to maintain two services for the summer.  Helen Rose asked that the committee consider whether to continue the use of lay liturgists; the committee consensus was that lay liturgists would be used only when two pastors are not available.  Helen Rose suggested forming a “bread serving team” and a “juice serving team”, to reduce the time required to serve communion to the congregation during second service.  This will be referred to the session, to determine the level of support.  
Issues/Concerns – when making changes to the order of worship, please put them in red font, to highlight them.

Action Items
· Kimberly will draft a motion to the session regarding combining worship services on July 7 and moving them to Clear Lake Park, to facilitate fellowship of the congregation in advance of the planned picnic.

· Kimberly will order the lilies for the Easter Sunday service.

· Kimberly will notify elders regarding communion service on May 19.

· Nina will finalize plans for the prayer vigil and notify affected individuals via email.

· Nina will add Jeanette to the WPC “cloud”, for purposes of usher enlightenment.

· Helen Rose will communicate with Linda Smith-Gregory, regarding transfer of children to their parents in the sanctuary during the final hymn.

· Helen Rose will conduct communion training with all elders requesting it, at a time to be determined around the March session meeting.

· Helen Rose will discuss the concept of bread and juice serving teams with the elders at the March session meeting and report next steps to Kimberly.
· Helen will remind the deacons to add communion wafers to each communion plate, for second service.
