· Seafarers' Boxes - WPC donates small items and cash to fill gift boxes.  Youth prepare gift boxes, which go to residents of the Seafarer's Center for Christmas- 3 weeks ending first week of November – for Seafarers’ Center

· Souper Bowl of Caring - Feb. 1, 2015 and Feb. 7, 2016 – Collect money following both worship services for some hunger relief that Mission Committee decides on - account 8387

· Conclaves Mission –Jan. 18- Feb. 8 2015- each year Presbyterian Youth Connection Council selects some mission to support during Conclaves, the youth collect money or supplies to bring to Conclaves – not sure what account # but the account is called Conclaves Mission

· AGAPE bags – we ask for items donated for the Youth to put together bags for distribution to homeless persons on street corners – this happens every spring.  This year will be in May.

· OBA – normally second Sunday in Feb. unless it is Valentine’s Day then it is the first Sunday in Feb.- Church members donate items.  These items, as well as services of the youth, are auctioned off at church event (silent and live auction)- Money goes into account 8586 for use of Youth Ministry Needs

· Jr. High Mission Trip food – a few weeks before the Jr. High Mission Trip- The youth ask for food donations for during the Jr. High Mission Trip – for Jr. High Mission Trip

· Lunches for PYC – every Sunday we ask people to donate and make food for the youth’s lunch during PYC.

· Young Adults Mission Trip – a few weeks before the Young Adults Mission Trip – Ask for food donations for during the Young Adults Mission Trip- for Young Adults Mission Trip
· Adult Ministries
· The Session voted to approve a motion from the Adult Ministries committee for a Small Group led by Diane Kane be approved to base a study on Mary Jo Leddy's book Radical Gratitude.

Old Business

· The Session voted to approve a motion from the Associate Pastor commending Kevin Wooten for his service as Elder while serving on the Pastor Nominating Committee.
· The Session received the final report from George James and the Membership Coordination Team.
· The Session received a report from George James and the Nominating Committee Continuity Task Force.  The recommendation from that task force was to affirm the bylaws as approved in 2014 and revisit in 2016.
· The session voted to approve a motion to re-purpose money currently in designated funds 8105 and 8056 for roof repairs.  In addition funds will be borrowed from the Webster Presbyterian Endowment fund, up to 10% of the balance as of 12/31/2014.  Further funds as they are needed will be borrowed from the Amegy Bank Line of Credit up to $10,000 or the minimum required to maintain our Line of Credit.  Finally, if necessary, funds will be borrowed from The Presbytery of New Covenant Weaver/King Fund; WPC has been pre-approved for a loan up to $15,000.
