Mission Committee Meeting Notes: March 12th, 2017

1. Peru news – Ed reported that preparations are in full swing for the Ayaviri, Peru 2017 missions trip. Trip dates are: August 4th through 14th. We already have several people committed to going, and are still looking for additional interested folks. Information will be sent out shortly to the congregation, and, pending Session approval, fundraising efforts will begin. Projects this year include ESL and art classes, construction and long-term church planning activities, but the key is forming relationships and worshiping God together through this international community of believers.
2. Budget – $24,000: the Mission Committee voted on how we will spend our budget this year.
a. $11,000 - Community Assistance
b. $8,000 - Presbytery
c. $2,000 – Habitat for Humanity
d. $1,500 - Free the Captives
e. $1,000 - Family Promise
f. $500 – Mission Co-Workers in Peru
g. We agreed to use funds from appropriate Mission designated funds to supplement the above, in the following way:
i. $500 for Bay Area Turning Point from “Missions” 
ii. $250 for Interfaith Circle with Houston Interfaith Ministries, from “Missions”
iii. $2,000 for ICM from “Missions”
iv. $1,000 for Mission Co-Workers in Peru from Ayaviri designated fund
v. $820 to Meals on Wheels from the Souper Bowl designated fund
3. Family Promise – Pat on the status (Kitty is the responsible lead) Dates: April 2nd – 9th 
a. Roles remaining: Wednesday night (April 5th) sleepers (male and female), hospitality volunteers each night after 6pm; to volunteer contact Kitty
