Sunday School Classes:

The Adult teachers will be supporting the Vacation Bible School which will be from June 3 -7.

There are two classes planned for the Summer, a continuation of the Thoughtful Christians class and a class on the Parables.  Summer classes will begin June 3. 
Covenant Groups/Bible Study:

The status of the Webster Presbyterian Church Covenant Groups was discussed.  There are eight groups meeting on a regular basis and there is a  potential for one or two potential new groups.  The Covenant Group Team is planning an event, which will be called “Celebrating Our Covenant Groups”.  The event is scheduled June 25th, 7:00pm.  All group members will meet in Bouton Hall for desert and fellowship.  The purpose of the event is to learn about each others groups and share that with non-group members who attend.  Also, explore how to reach out to more of our congregation and  how to let them know what we are doing.   Everyone will be encouraged to bring a guest.

 Library, Media and Resources:

Rowena Colwell, a new member of WPC and experienced Librarian has offered to help us in improving the church library.  She visited the library a couple of times and talked with those who have been involved with the organization of the library.  She gave the committee an excellent report on the status of the library and recommendations for the future.  We all agreed that as a beginning, we need to understand what we want the library to be and what we want it to fulfill.  John Dewey agreed to talk with Mark about what the pastors want the library to accomplish.  Some suggestions were made that would require coordination with other ministries, i.e. moving the Children’s books out of the library and relocating them in the Children’s area.

They have asked if we would do a workshop, as part of the Christian Connection Seminar, on our experiences with the  Thoughtful Christian classes.
