Minutes for May 20, 2007 Meeting

1.  The meeting began at 4:43 p.m. with a word/share/prayer led by Chuck, using Luke 2: 12-14 for the scripture.  Several prayer requests were offered, and Chuck led us in prayer. 
2.  The committee discussed the allocation of funds of the two youth trips scheduled for this summer.  The estimated expenses for each trip were reviewed, as well as with the funds raised during the year and payments made by the participants.  The committee concurred with the proposal to set the fee for the Sr. High mission trip at $150 per person; the fee for the Jr. High trip is set at $300 per person.  The Sr. High mission trip expenses are estimated at $9, 858, funds from the participant’s fees will provide $5,700, and the committee authorized use of the Youth – Mission Trip fund for the remaining expenses.  Chuck will work with Watson to identify what checks and amounts need to be prepared for the trip.  The committee also authorized use of the Youth – Mission Trip fund for the Jr. High youth trip expenses (above funds from the participants).
3.  The committee discussed the visit by the pastoral candidate Sophie Draffin.  Both youth groups reported positive comments from youth and leaders, and that meetings went well.  The committee also noted the benefit of hearing inputs and thoughts from the youth in the meetings that have potential benefit to the youth program, and agreed we need to capture that information.  Watson will provide further updates from the APNC when he has them.
4.  The committee rescheduled its retreat for Friday, June 22nd at 9:00 a.m. – 1:00 p.m. at the Church.  Chuck will look at reserving a room.  The committee agreed to use some of this time for its regular monthly meeting.  
Action:  Chuck will send additional information to go with the summary of retreat topics and goals previously sent to the committee.
5.  The committee discussed the Big Sibling/Little Sibling project and the plan for a group activity in June, along with reminders to the participants.
6.  The committee discussed restarting Sr. High Connections and agreed to target for the Wednesday following the Sr. High mission trip (June 20th).  A person has been asked to be a leader for Connections, and is still considering it.  The committee agreed that, with the addition of the incoming 9th graders, having a co-leader would be beneficial.  Pam noted that it would be helpful to have a person familiar with both the current Sr. High youth and those joining the group.  The committee agreed that Nina had those qualifications, as well as expertise and experience that met the needs of the situation.  Nina agreed she could help with Connections for the summer.  Nina will talk with the other potential leader.  Pam will send a note to the Sr. High Youth Planning Team about this action and the rationale supporting it.
Action:  Nina will contact the Connections leader candidate to talk about summer plans.
Action:  Pam will send a notification to the SHYPT about Nina serving as a Connections co-leader and the supporting reasons.
7.  The actions of the meeting were reviewed.  There were no requests for Session action.
8.  The next YMC meeting will be Friday, June 22nd at 9:00 a.m. (part of YMC retreat), with WSP by Watson.
