· The Outreach Committee is charged with increasing the visibility of WPC in the community through various channels and, in turn, increasing the number of visitors through our doors.  

· The Sign Team (Kathy Braeuer, Stephanie Dupont, Brenda Faxel, Gene Fisseler, and Darla Robinson) met regularly for a second time with a representative from National Signs.  A shorter version of the previous design was presented.  Alternate locations were considered.  The Team decided it should develop scale drawing of the campus, all campus buildings, sidewalks, and large trees.

New ideas discussed include putting small signs (markers) at the corners of Moody with Austin and Houston Streets.  Nothing large or expensive, just indicating that the property is part of the WPC campus.  
It was noted that the large tree growing too close to the building near Mark’s office has been removed.  Once a the brick wall adjacent to the shell concrete cross is cleaned of mildew and grime from so many years of neglect, the Team can focus on the lettering for Webster Presbyterian Church similar to those on the Moody Street side of the Fellowship Hall.

· Several hundred church brochures have been updated with “stickers” overlaying the times of worship services and pastors to reflect the music offerings at the two Sunday morning services and the addition of Caressa to our staff.
Copies of the brochures have been placed in lobbies of more than a half dozen motels along and near Bay Area Boulevard from Interstate 45 to Space Center.  Brochures will next be placed in NASA Parkway motels, chambers of commerce offices, and hospitals.
