REPORT FROM PRESBYTERY: Heritage Presbyterian Church - Heritage lost a majority of members by way of a split off to a new Evangelical denomination.  The minority remainder numbers 80 people and they are working to rebuild membership and ministry.  Recall the storm of 1900 when other Churches came to our aid when our Church was destroyed.  There are several area pastors who are volunteering to preach gratis while the Church reestablishes itself.  Needs are for service (like interim preachers and Sunday School teachers) and interim funding.  Due to distance (Hwy 6 and 290), our best opportunity is financial support. Mission supports a letter to the our Congregation requesting a 3 year pledge or one time donation to be included in a WPC 3 year pledge.
