· The committee discussed logistics and procedures for creating the projection content for worship services.

· The high-level process is tentatively set to this:

· The music ministry team sends the music content to staff (Mark, Helen, Caressa, Daphne) by close of business on Wednesdays.

· The pastors (with the assistance of Daphne) create the content by close of business on Thursdays and email to the A/V team for review and questions.

· The content would be at a minimum:

· The congregational prayers (confession, affirmation, etc.)

· Lyrics to any music 

· Background art for the above

· The title for the slides should match the entry in the bulletin.

· At the 8:30 service, the goal will be to avoid any “blank screens”.  E.g. always have something on the screens.

· Potential support software was discussed

· “Sunday Plus” seems to be the leading candidate here.  Could be purchased for $349 for a multi-user license.  This software comes with art and transitions that would enhance the professionalism of the presentation.  Other systems need to be researched before we make a call on this.

· Standard PowerPoint content can fill the gap until the appropriate software can be put in place.

· Potential support hardware (PCs) was discussed

· Dennis is working on getting the needed PCs to support the projection system.

· The A/V team’s personal laptops are filling the gaps until the appropriate PCs are in place.

· Lay readers

· We have 14 people who have signed up to be a lay reader.

· We will work toward using a lay reader once per month in worship.

· Mark closed the meeting with prayer at 7 p.m.
