· Administration

· Communication – The Committee reported that there, in fact, will be a July newsletter published.  It will be a brief edition.
· Personnel – The Committee is working with Linda Smith-Gregory to fill an open child caregiver position.

· Stewardship & Finance – Member contributions and church expenses are both tracking lower than expected.
· Buildings & Grounds – The Session voted to direct the Committee to populate a task force with church members recommended by Personnel, Buildings & Grounds, Stewardship & Finance, and the church staff to investigate the feasibility of hiring a sexton.
· Care of Members – The Deacons will serve as hosts for Health Yes! on June 27 from 8:00 a.m. ‘til 5:00 p.m. in the Fellowship Hall.
· Christian Nurture Ministry

· Adult Ministry – The Summer Round Tables kick off May 31 and continue through August 16 during the Church School hour each Sunday.  Rally Day is set for August 23 to align with the beginning of local public schools’ academic year.
· Youth Ministry – Confirmation Class members Henry Haws and Kellen Gregory will be presented to the congregation during the 8:30 a.m. worship service on May 31.  In addition, our high school and college graduates will recognized on Sunday, May 31.  The May 3 car wash netted almost $700 which will be used to fund the youth mission trips and summer camps.
· Children’s Ministry – Vacation Bible School is just a couple of weeks away.  The mission projects being supported by VBS in 2009 are the Heifer Project, Interfaith Caring Ministries, and the Presbyterian Children’s Home.
· Fellowship – The Session voted to approve the Committee’s request to host a church member Arts & Crafts Show & Sale in conjunction with Annual Ice Cream Social from 2:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m., August 8.
· Mission – The Committee is exploring opportunities for our church to support Family Promise of Clear Creek by making our campus available as an overnight shelter once every two months.
· Welcoming – The Team is replacing the coffee mugs in its guest bags with WPC-branded plastic water bottles.  Designation of guest parking spaces is still being pursued.
· Worship – The Committee is exploring opportunities to use the sanctuary audio/video system for announcements during the 11:00 a.m. Sunday worship service.  A comprehensive review of purposes and uses to be made of the Narthex is underway as a result of the multiple requests received in recent months – posting photos former pastors, posting photos of elders, posting photos of deacons, displaying long-range plans, etc.
Old Business – The Session received a report from the May Presbytery Meeting.
Pastors’ Reports – Helen asked the Session members to mark their calendars to reflect the FOCUS event on Saturday, October 3 at Grace Presbyterian Church.  Helen and Caressa are serving on the FOCUS planning team.
