Openning Prayer: James

Agenda Items:

1. Water is Sacred, Work is Sacred Update from Jennifer Paden on her Worker Justice Project – Jennifer and her group of 10 volunteers handed out 65 bottles of water with worker justice informational labels attached to day workers in League City.  They heard stories from the workers to better understand how they are the same and different from Jennifer.  The group also handed out pamphlets at two sites.  In total, 105 contacts were made and  2 folks contacted the Worker Justice Center as a result so far. Jennifer presented a slide show and shared stories of examples of multiday work and no pay at the end or an offer of beer instead of payment. Next Worker Justice prospect is perhaps a “Charla” seminar in our area or Church. Long term goal is a satellite office for HIWJC in Clear Lake. $50 spent on the project. Action: Jennifer to contact John Dewey for presenting HIWJC as an adult SS topic.  Action: Jennifer to advise Shannon of scheduling of a Minute for Mission approximately 2 weeks after Pentecost and not in conflict with Communion or at some future time.

2. A Day of Service – Saturday 1 Aug 09 – James asked for suggestions for Work Projects – prospect ideas and leaders named include… Webster Workers - handyman for those in need or elderly - Connie, Habitat - Carl,  Bay Area Turning Point – Jackie, ICM – Helen, Presbyterian Service Center – James/Bud.  Action: each rep write up plans for work to be done and a suggested communication mechanism.  

3. Angel Food Update – discussed the low cost food program with examples at  Heights Pres and Mary Queen in Friendswood who are doing this Ministry and are good references. Action: James to contact Heights, Ann to contact Angel Food and Arland to contact Mary Queen and provide a report at our June MT Meeting and draft news article to include cost and number of folks needed to implement, number of folks to serve.

4. Adult Mission Weekends – Ike Recovery work to be done on Saturdays perhaps three time in summer and fall - Action: James to contact  prospective leaders...  

5. Hurricane/Flood Relief – Mission Team approved inclusion of recent flood issues to the Hurricane Relief funds program. Action: Helen to update the program document.

6. Database of Mission Engagement – update – Connie – many more folks are involved in area ministries or service organizations than have reported (25 people) – Action: Connie to ask for further feedback via newsletter articles and provide some examples of service and the opportunity for folks to contact servants and join in the service…

7. Concept for Pre-storm Home Review – example from post storm review by James and a Deacon this week – to be rolled into Webster Workers

8. Womens Build is reassigned to June 13th.  Ann to be in charge and all those signed up will be contacted with the new date.  Work will be varied, indoor and outdoor.

9. Coed HFH Build is May 30th – see Carl Allen or sign up in the Narthex

10. Pentecost Offering – MFM speakers for 5/24 8:30 or 11:00… Jennifer to speak as needed – Kim to find an additional speaker.  WPC keeps 40% of offering for local mission to “children at risk”… Mission Team approved split of the 40% to Family Promise of Clear Creek

11. Family Promise of Clear Creek has been meeting and WPC has a Board Member on their Board.  This ministry provides temporary housing for folks who are just displaced from a home and could get back to a home with some help.  A U2charest fundraiser held at St. Andrews in Pearland and raised $400 for Family Promise.  U2charest could be repeated at WPC. Action: Jackie to talk to staff and committees about prospect of WPC participating as a host Church… host Church would serve approximately 14 people (3 to 4 family groups) by providing overnight housing with a WPC rep onsite at night, send off with breakfast and a bag lunch… Concept would be for WPC to provided dedicated space for Family Promise provided cots to create a family area once every 8 weeks.  Offsite showers are provided via Family Promise at the “Day Center”. CLMC may be a Day Center.

12. Presbyterian Service Center – meetings to be at Denny’s… Action: Florence will attend if possible and if not contact James for an alternate
