Lead by Chair Jill Cooper and her task force, with Pastor Helen as the staff liaison, approximately 45 seniors and their families were in attendance for the lunch, followed by the sharing of many helpful suggestions from our guests.  Some of these include addressing the following:  Elder Advocate Team; Valet Team; Home Maintenance Team; Personal Shopper Team; Counseling Team; Communications Team; Nutritionist Team; Legal Advice Team; Church Transportation Assist Team and a Social Committee lead by our WPC Angels’ Team, featuring guest speakers (i.e. AARP, Hospice Care, etc.).  The Angel’s task force will meet again on Tuesday, June 1st to begin developing the most important priorities based on the needs shared at this gathering.

We are still awaiting more information about serving as a family referral source here at WPC.  Hopefully, more details will be available in the next few months from Pastor Helen, and Co-chairs Jerri Terry & Anne Mason.
