- Vellore Update -  overviewed an email from Pat Koester on Vellore… Progress on the new Vellore CMC campus is great news! It will provide excellent facilities for the nursing program as well as accessible health care via clinics and more.  Pat went on the Vellore USA Board to help raise nearly $1 million for the Nursing portion of the campus. She finished her 6 years with the New York Board (now a Foundation), and continues to support their efforts to provide health care for all who need it regardless of ability to pay. The hospital is rated #1 by India Today and is well-regarded throughout Southeast Asia.  Some of our WPC members receive care from Vellore-educated doctors, too.
