Notes from the Roll Cleaning Committee

In June 2010 we will have 332 inactive members who will require a change in their status to former members in our ACS data base and will be removed from our website data base.  During this past year the Rolls Cleaning team has maintained diligent effort in reaching out to these individuals through various means as required by the Presbyterian USA Book of Order to determine whether they might again become active participating members of WPC.  
It is our determination that these inactive members have at this time no intent to become active in the life of WPC.  Our ACS data base is set up in such a manner that if a former member in the future may desire to return as an active member that individual’s information is still available as a record. 
(Please note that the number of 332 is not the total of letters sent, because in 2009 we had some member status changes in 2009.) 
· No inactive member contacted by our letter asked to be placed back as active or stay as inactive.

· When we received responses by letter, phone, or through WPC members that the individual did not want to continue membership we changed the status to Former Member in 2009.

· 13 in 2009 who received letters contacted us asking to be taken off the rolls.  Their status was changed to former member.

· 12 in 2009 who received letters were changed to former member by receiving information from members or staff of WPC.

· 249 letters were sent in 2009 to households identified as inactive
· We now have 332 inactive members who need to be changed to former members.
