INSTRUCTIONS:
Thank you for taking part in our 2011 Confirmation Examination.  Below are questions to ask your student.  These questions are meant to serve as a guide for your conversation.  Our hope is that this “examination” is an opportunity for you to converse with these students about their Statements of Faith, their faith journey thus far, and get to know them better as new members of our congregation.  We will take 15 minutes for this exercise.  

In addition, please make sure you allow some time for the student to ask you any questions that they might have – about the church, about membership, about the session, WPC, etc.  Feel free to share with them something about your own faith journey.  Have fun and God Bless!

1. Have the student share their “Statement of Faith” with you in their own words.
We don’t want the youth to read aloud their statements to you.  We want them to TALK about their faith.  You might ask them how they went from “a bunch of thoughts” to a finished statement, and/or ask any other questions that you might have about their statement.  (You should have already read their statement of faith.)  

Ask them specific questions about their Statement of Faith.  What in their Statement of Faith caught your attention and/or you thought was said very well?  What is something you are curious about and wish they would elaborate on?  You can use prompts such as, “Tell me more about ___________” or “What does it mean to you to say __________ …or to call (Jesus, God, Holy Spirit) this _________________”

Affirm them and their courage for putting their faith into words.

If you need more questions, use some of the following to spark conversation:

2. What does it mean to YOU to proclaim that Jesus Christ is your Lord and Savior?  (or) How did Jesus Christ prove to be our Savior? How does this affect YOUR life, especially day to day?
3. Who or what is the Holy Spirit?  How have YOU seen the Holy Spirit work in areas of your life? 
4.  Why do we pray to God?  What does prayer mean to YOU in your life of faith?
5. What is the church?   What does the church mean to YOU?
6. What will it mean for YOU to become a member of Webster Presbyterian Church?  As a disciple of Jesus Christ, why do you think it is important to belong to a church family?  

7. What gifts and talents will you share with our church family?  Where do you see yourself serving – mission, worship, Bible study, children, etc?
